Annual High Point & ROM Awards
Conditions of Entry and Entry Form

The ASPR Annual High Point Awards are available to registered
ASPR ponies in the following sections.

Section 1 — High Point Dressage Pony - Junior

Section 2 — High Point Dressage Pony - Open

Section 3 — High Point Showjumping Pony - Junior

Section 4 — High Point Showjumping Pony - Open

Section 5 — High Point Eventing/Combined Training Pony - Junior
Section 6 — High Point Eventing/Combined Training Pony - Open

The Annual National High Point Awards include the

‘Sandra Regan Memorial Award” for the pony which has gained the highest point score overall

(junior or open) in Preliminary Level Dressage Australia wide.

RULES & CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

Pony must be registered as a Premium or Performance Club Pony with the ASPR and owner must be a current financial
member.

Entry fee for the High Point Awards is $5 per section.

High Point Award Year runs from 1st January to the 31st December. High Point and ROM cards MUST be returned to the
Awards Co-ordinator by the following 31st January. Cards received after that date will be deemed ineligible for points.

A current height certificate for ponies aged 8 years & under MUST be supplied with entry form.

A separate High Point card is required for each Award Section entered.

Only the highest placing on the day of the event is eligible for points (ie: one test per competition)

In Sections 1 and 2 (Dressage only) competitors must score 55% or above in order to gain points for the placing.
Competitors with a score of less than 55% are eligible for one (1) participation point.

Unplaced competitors in an event are eligible for one (1) participation point. Event details must be completed including
notification of non-placing for the point to be included in the points tally. To gain this point, the pony MUST complete the
event — scratchings and eliminations are ineligible.

If the same pony/rider combination wins one particular section for two consecutive years, that combination is no longer
eligible to enter that High Point Award Section while competing at the same level again and MUST move up to the

next level.

In the case of equal placings in a competition, full points are awarded.

Any pony entered in both Junior and Open Sections must complete a separate High Point card for each section ie: points
gained by a pony with an Open rider cannot be included on the Junior High Point card.

Junior: riders may compete in the ASPR Junior High Point Award up to the end of the year in which he/she turns 16 years
of age.

Open: riders may compete in the ASPR Open High Point Award from the beginning of the year in which he/she turns 17
years of age.

It is the responsibility of the owner to ensure that information is entered correctly onto the High Point card. CardsWdgST e
signedby-anofficiatof theday(Personsigningmustinctudeofficiattitte)— NB : As of 1st January, 2010, officials signatures
are no longer required.

The ASPR Committee decision is final on High Point results and no correspondence will be entered into.

If you are unsure as to whether a particular competition is eligible, it is best to record the placing and obtain a signature on
the day and then check with the Federal Office at a later date.

SCORING

Points will be allocated dependant on the level of competition as per Categories below. Points are gained from dressage,
showjumping, eventing and combined training events held by the EFA (official or associate), HRCAV (official or
unofficial), RDA (Riding for the Disabled), Pony Club (official or unofficial), Breed organisation competitions and
inter-school competitions. NB: Freshman’s Showjumping is not eligible for points.

Category 2 - State Championship Level
Category 3 - Zone/Regional Championships
Category 4 - All Local Level Competitions

ROLL OF MERIT AWARDS

Entry into ROM awards is automatic with registration of a pony (no entry fee).

The points for ROM awards stay with the pony for its lifetime regardless of rider or owner.

ROM awards points are tallied from the Annual High Point Awards score cards.
Members must submit a Performance Card (or submit results online) to accrue ROM points
regardless of whether they have entered an Annual High Point Awards section or not.

Points are gained in dressage and/or showjumping and/or horse trials/eventing
and/or combined training.

ROM Award — requires a minimum of 100 points (Bronze medal)
Champion ROM Award — requires a minimum of 300 points (Silver medal)
Supreme ROM Award — requires a minimum of 600 points (Gold medal)
